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6 Maintenance and cleaning

6.1 Loading Door Inner Surface

The hair and fibres that are separated from the
laundry during drying process is collected by
the Fibre Filter.

e You can clean the filter slot with a
vacuum cleaner.

e After each drying cycle, clean the fibre
filter and the inner surface of the loading
door.
